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�x Amend the charter school’s organizational chart to 
reflect significant changes; and 
 

�x Amend the charter school’s schedule to reflect 
significant changes. The school year will include an 
early dismissal at 1:00 pm each Friday for teacher 
professional development.  Free after-care on Fridays 
would be provided for families that need it.  

 
A determination regarding these revisions has not yet been 
made and is currently under review by the New York State 
Education Department. They are all proposed to commence
